1. Running a competition on Facebook? Try commentpicker.com. A website that helps  you randomly select a winner (if they’ve left a comment)

2. Facebook has SO many hidden features that you probably don’t know about...until now! Did you know that you can add Services to your business page? People can browse through your Services from your page and learn about what you do. You can add Services by going to your Page settings, adding the Services tab and then adding your Services. 

3. Have you completed your Facebook ‘Our Story’ section? Completing this section of your page helps the Facebook algorithm understand what your business does so it knows whether to show your page or not. Complete the story in at least 500 words!

4. “I feel the need. The need for SPEED!” If your website takes more than 5 seconds to load, people will leave. Test your website speed here 👉 http://bit.ly/2uM9MPk

5. 3 ways to improve your page speed 
🏁 Upgrade your website hosting package
🏁 Compress large files and images
🏁 Minimize old school languages like Javascript and Flash. Use HTML 5 instead!

6. HASHTAG HACK! Not sure what hashtags you should use for your Instagram posts? Try using - best-hashtags.com 👍

7. Does your website have backlinks? Google likes it when you put URLs in your website content. URLs that aren’t necessarily from your website. Hyperlink/backlink your website copy to increase your SEO score. HACK! Highlight the word you want to hyperlink, click CTRL + K and paste the hyperlink in.

8. CHALLENGE! If you haven’t already started doing video, now is the time. I’d like to challenge you to post at least one image and one video per week for the next 4 weeks and comment below with your results. What you should find is that the video will get far more organic reach!
9. Do you sell products online? Do you want to sell products online? You’re going to need a payment gateway for your website. We recommend PayPal, Stripe or WePay! Check out the pros and cons of each here ➡️ http://bit.ly/37IGzmS

10. Email marketing is a terrific way to promote deals and specials at your hotel or restaurant. Sign up to MailChimp to send emails to your database to help increase inquiries and bookings. 

11. Grow your database! 🌱 If you’re in the hospitality industry, run competitions for tickets to local events or a hamper encouraging people to leave their details behind. Then take those details and load them into your CRM (Customer Relationship Manager) or MailChimp so you can send marketing emails to them.

13. User-Generated Content or UGC is any content (video, images, etc.)  that are taken by other people but can be used for your own marketing. Encourage visitors to take photos or videos of themselves having a good time at your establishment and upload it to Social Media - they’ll be doing your marketing for you!

14. INSTAGRAM HACK! Put hashtags in your bio to get improve your profile’s reach 👌

15. Looking for quirky FREE stock images? Try gratisography.com - there are some really unique shots on there!

16. Still not sure what hashtag to use? Check out www.photerloo.com - Simply upload the image you’d like to post to Instagram and it will tell you what hashtags to use for that image! How’s that for a tip?!

17. 85% of Facebook videos are watched without sound. Add subtitles to your videos to ensure that the viewer knows what’s going on - even if they have no sound! Sites that www.rev.com can help with this. 
18. 60% of Instagram Stories are watched with the sound on. If you're posting an Instagram story, add the 'SOUND ON' sticker to make sure people can enjoy the full experience or get the full message!

19. 🛑 “STOP! Collaborate and listen!” 🛑 How well do you know your audience? Not just their demographics but things like, what motivates them, inspires them and where they spend their time online. Next time you talk about your customers in a meeting try to switch the conversation from demographics to behaviors and to where they spend their time online. 

20. 50% of search queries are four words or longer (IMPACT, 2019) Bear this in mind when optimizing your website. 

21. Is your business B2B? How’s your LinkedIn game? LinkedIn is a super important and POWERFUL platform to embrace if you are in the B2B biz. Set up a company page, post regularly and run ads to connect with other businesses who are on the platform. 

22. There has been a 900% increase in searches that contain “___ near me today/tonight” over the last two years. (Think with Google, 2018)  If you’re in hospitality and host events, make sure you have an ‘Events’ section on your website and also create Events on your Facebook page. People want to know what’s going on near them!

23. Content marketing gets three times more leads than paid search advertising. (Content Marketing Institute, 2017) What's your organic marketing plan? Blogging, posting on FB and Instagram are just three ways you can up your organic marketing game!

24. “But what about me?” ~ Pinterest
We often forget about this little, but powerful, guy. Pinterest 250 million active users with 80% of millennials using the platform to make purchase decisions. This is reason enough to jump on and start creating boards that'll rock their world and get them to buy from you!


25. Knock knock! *crickets chirping* 🦗
Make sure someone is there when a Facebook page visitor gets to your website. Set up ‘Away Messages’ and ‘Auto Replies’ under your Settings. 

26. Product videos can increase purchases by 144%. (Neil Patel, 2017) Film your team talking through your products, services, menu - whatever! It can help educate, inform and persuade people to buy or visit. 

27. Running email marketing campaigns? Have you segmented your audiences? Each audience group has different needs and desires. Make sure you separate your different audience pools and create different content for each group.

28. Trying to hack into that lucrative millennial market? Do more videos! Millennial consumers show the strongest preference for video content from brands. (HubSpot, 2017) 

29. Scheduling posts got you cross-eyed? Try Sprout Social, Social Bee or Hootsuite to schedule posts across multiple platforms. 

30. Interactive content! Create polls, quizzes and 360-degree video that gets people interacting with your content.
